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The Graduate School of Regional Design in Art and Design was jointly es-
tablished with the Faculty of Art and Regional Design and the Faculty of
Economics. There are two educational courses; the Art and Regional De-
sign Course and the Regional Management Course. Within this structure,
three areas of specialization are offered, including Art, Field Design and
Economics & Management. The students select one area but learn from
other areas and methodologies to broaden their perspective so that they

may gain knowledge to actively participate in managing regional revitaliza-
tion and form independent thinking to pursue regional development.
